National AGO Volunteer Organist Pilot Program

In January, 2017, the AGO Councillor for Education, Dr. Don Cook; the Committee on

Membership Development and Chapter Support; and the AGO National Council voted
to introduce a pilot program that established a new category of membership for
volunteer organists. This membership will be extended only to those who have attended
an educational workshop for volunteer organists hosted by Don Cook. At the conclusion
of each workshop, participants who are interested in joining the AGO will submit a
Volunteer Membership Form and receive a complimentary six-month membership.
Once the Volunteer Membership is processed, AGO Headquarters will send a “welcome
to the AGO” email to each new volunteer member, copying the appropriate chapter

dean.

The organ workshops in Highland and Saratoga Springs in January and February 2020
would qualify as the required educational workshops for volunteer organists. If you know
