THE DEAN'S DOLLOP

The two great events that have and are
shaping our tradition of Church music are
the Reformation and the Oxford Movement.
Luther introduced a new liturgy that
included congregational singing. The Oxford
Movement set out to improve the quality of
hymn words and music.

Neither of these events can be considered in
isolation from their political and cultural
milieux. Dr. King will address the
renaissance of English music in this wider
context.

Whilst Wagner and Liszt on the Continent
were proceeding in egocentric fashion, the
English composers such as Elgar, Delius,

Williams, Britten and others chose a very

different course. The new winds now blowing

in Church music owe much to this English
Renaissance.
